Drink 8 eight-ounce glasses of
water/day.

Increase fiber intake (fruits and vegetables

such as raspberries, pears, apples, bananas,
oranges, cooked artichoke, peas, broccoli,

and corn).

Increase daily intake of whole grains

W (barley, brown rice, buckwheat, bulgur,
millet, oatmeal, whole-wheat bread, pasta,
or crackers).

Drink about 3 to 4 eight-ounce glasses of
B low-fat or fat-free milk daily.

Take in other foods with calcium such
as kale, spinach, and collard greens.

chicken or turkey and fish.
